The Food Handler is responsible for serving customers and doing light to moderate food preparation in any of 
the food service locations on the St. Davids campus of Eastern University. 
• Dining Commons: Maintaining a serving line, dish washing, cleaning, other duties. 
• Retail (Eagle’s Nest, Breezeway, and Jammin Java): Preparing food to order, maintaining the dining room, 
cashier, etc 
Most Food Handlers begin by working in the Dining Commons before moving to a different location.
